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Free Application for Financial Scholarship & Aid

· Many of Harper’s seniors will receive sizable free grant monies

· Close to $5000 in Federal Pell Grant & $ 5000 in IL MAP Grant = $10,000 total is possible
· It’s based on family financial ability to pay for college

· May be used at 4 year college/university, 2 year community college, & vocational schools

· Takes approximately 1 hour
· Items to bring:

· Social Security Number (of student and parent/guardian (you may need birthparent’s SSN as well))

· Driver’s License Number

· W-2 (from all members of the family (parent, guardian, student)

· 1040 Tax Return if you filed it; 
· SSI statements or at least how much (exactly) do you receive monthly?

· TANF or other public aid statements or at least how much (exactly) do you receive monthly?

· Veterans benefits

· How much money does the family have invested?  If you own a house/apt and rent it out to someone, how much is it worth?

· Current value of bank account

· How much does family receive in child support (official or otherwise)?
